Description of Task:  
Your birthday is fast approaching and you want to send your friend in Puerto Rico an invitation to your party.  You want to send it in Spanish to show him how much you have learned this year, as well as practice your Spanish writing skills! Make an invitation to send to your friend in Puerto Rico.  This is not a typical birthday party, however.  Think about the model we used in class and of how some of the information included might be different from the information included in the invitations you are used to seeing.  
Materials:  construction paper, markers and colored pencils.
Teacher Notes:  Students should brainstorm appropriate vocabulary before writing their invitation.
