TOA Overview:

Some Spaniards have made an appointment with your agency to ask about vacations in Mexico.  They want to know some general information before booking a vacation.  You have thought about suggesting Cancún and will try to sell them on the activities, lodging and restaurants.  It is your job to convince them that Cancún is the place to go.  That same week, you are asked to make a presentation for the group of travelers interested in going to Mexico.  Since you have already thoroughly researched Cancún, you know you can impress them. If you are successful, your internship may turn into a full time job.

Time Frame:   Two 43 minute class periods for the assessment.  The teacher should spend 15 minutes the day before on “preparation phase”.

Description of Task:

You have just graduated from high school and your uncle who has a travel agency in Spain has given you a wonderful opportunity to intern there over the summer.  A Spaniard has made an appointment with your agency to ask about vacations in Mexico.  He wants to know some general information before booking his vacation.  You have thought about suggesting Cancún and will try to sell him on the activities, lodging and restaurants.  To prepare for your first client, answer the following questions, provided by your uncle.  

Materials Needed:
Reading task and pen, website packet

Teacher Notes:  This assessment should be given to students who have experienced a unit on travel.  It is important that the student have no prior information about Cancún in the target language before beginning this assessment.  This should be the first time in class that the student is seeing this particular website on Cancún.  The student should already be familiar with basic travel vocabulary.  

Adaptations:
The teacher can modify the task according to level of students.  Parts of the reading can be taken out of the assessment.  

Preparation Phase:


Ask these questions, in class, one or two days before the assessment.  Students should brainstorm in pairs, in Spanish, and then share findings with class.

Description of Task:

In this task there will be 2 participants:  A travel agent and a client.  

Student #1:
Your uncle in Barcelona Spain has invited you to stay with him for the summer and intern at his travel agency.  Finally the time has come for you to interview your first Spanish client.  This client has made an appointment to learn more about vacations in Mexico.  It is your job to convince him/her that Cancún is the place to go.  Keep in mind that this client is in a hurry and will specify the information he/she wants to know.

Student #2:
You are a Spaniard from Barcelona.  You really need a vacation.  You have made an appointment with a travel agency to find about more information about Mexico.  You only have a few minutes to talk but have some very important questions.

Materials Needed:  Text on Cancún

Teacher Notes:  The interpersonal task should be administered after the interpretive task.  The only participant being graded in this task is the “travel agent”.  The “client” will not be graded.  Therefore, all students need to take both roles during the assessment.  The assessment should last about 4 minutes per pair of students.  A class of 30 students can complete this assessment in 2 days.  

Adaptations:
The role play cards attached are more appropriate for larger classes.  If you have a small class, you can combine the role play cards to elicit a longer dialogue.  

	ROLE PLAY CARD #1

Travel agent:  Your client wants to find out about the hotels, food and the nightlife in Mexico.  You suggest Cancún. Try your best to sell these features to your client.  What might you want to know about your client before giving him/her the information?

Client:  You heard from a friend that Mexico has nice beaches.  You want to find out more information about the hotels, food and nightlife. What are some important questions you might ask?  




	ROLE PLAY CARD #2

Travel agent:   Your client wants to find out about some physical activities or excursions he/she can do during the day in Mexico, but he/she is not too crazy about the water.  Try your best to give your client the most detailed information possible on the various sporting activities or excursions of Cancún. What are some important questions you might ask your client to find out the activities he/she would like best?

Client:  You heard from a friend that Mexico has nice beaches.  You want to find out more information about the physical activities or sports.  What are some important questions you might ask?




	ROLE PLAY CARD #3
Travel agent:  Your client loves the water.  He/she is very interested in finding out all the possible water sports Mexico has to offer.  You suggest Cancún and explain how your client can keep him/herself busy… in the water.  

Client:  You heard from a friend that Mexico has nice beaches.  You want to find out more information on water sports.  What are some important questions you might ask?

Time Frame:  One 43 minute period to teach the students techniques to research in Spanish 

Four 43 minute class periods for the students to finish research and the PowerPoint presentation

Two additional 43 minute class periods for the presentations.  The teacher should be able to assess 8 pairs of students per day.  

Description of Task:

As the internship at your uncle’s travel agency in Spain progresses, you are asked to make a presentation for a group of travelers interested in going to Latin America.  You have to impress them because you want their business.  Therefore you must pick a country in Latin America to showcase and then put together a 5 minute presentation for your clients.  If you are successful, your internship may turn into a full time job.  

Materials Needed:  LCD Projector, access to the Internet, computer lab, student feedback form, and student website log.

Teacher Notes:  If the teacher does not have access to technology, then print materials in Spanish can be used to make a simple poster presentation. 

Adaptations:
If you do not have 8 days to invest in this project, you can collect research materials for the students to use and have them read and compile the information on their country in the classroom or at home.
