TOA Overview:

You make a phone call to your family and the family member to whom you are speaking asks you about your trip. S/he wants to know if you are safe and where you are camping. You need to let him or her know where you are, the phone number of the campground where s/he can reach you, and three things you would do if you see a fire.  During the camping trip you find out that the French government is holding a contest for kids your age to design a new forest fire awareness poster to be distributed to the public similar to the one you have read. The winning poster will be used for all future brochures and print announcements warning people about forest fire safety.  You create a poster to enter in the contest.

Time Frame:  Second half of Day #1 class period (approximately 20 minutes) and all of Day #2 42-minute class-period.

Description of Task:  
You are on vacation at a campsite in the south of France with your friends from the French Club. You make a phone call home to your family and the family member to whom you are speaking asks you about your trip. S/he wants to know if you are safe where you are camping. You need to let him or her know where you are, the phone number of the campground where s/he can reach you, and three things you would do if you see a fire.

Materials Needed:  List of campgrounds (names, addresses, phone numbers) for students to choose from to be on vacation at when they make their phone call home.

Teacher Notes:  

Describe the situation to the students (see description above).  Brainstorm what information students should be able to give for this scenario.  Students are given handouts listing several campgrounds (including name, address and phone number) located in the three French regions that the brochure pertains to.  Students should choose one that they will be camping in at the time they spot the fire. They will use this information to give to the operator.  Students should refer back to the pamphlet information in order to elicit the vocabulary and terms they will need to use in order to have this conversation.  The class should be given the remaining half of the period on Day #1 to prepare for the phone call. On Day #2 the entire period will be necessary for the actual performance assessment of each student.

Adaptations:  To avoid too much repetition, the teacher may want to assign a number to each student (1 through 7) and have him or her use the campsite listed at that number as the place where they “are” when they call home.

Description of Task:  
The French government is holding a contest for kids your age to design a new forest fire awareness poster to be distributed to the public similar to the one you have read. The winning poster will be used for all future brochures and print announcements warning people about forest fire safety.  You create a poster to enter in the contest.
Materials Needed:  

1. Colored construction paper, scissors, markers, crayons, pencils, glue, computer, etc.

2. Example posters should also be presented to the class to give them an idea of what you are looking for (see attached).

Teacher Notes:  

1. Describe the task to the class (see above description). 

2. Show example posters (see attached).

3. Encourage students to use as much language as possible in order to convey their message. They should refer back to the original forest fire prevention pamphlet in order to create a message and their illustrations should reflect the message of their posters.

4. Students should use the rest of the period to complete their poster and turn it in before the end of class.

Adaptations:  The teacher may opt to create and give a multiple-choice list of slogans (some which are truly messages warning people about forest fires, others which are similar to a true forest fire awareness message but don’t really make sense) to lower-functioning students. They are to then choose one of them to be written on their poster while still being encouraged to add more of their own original text.
