TOA Overview:

At the night of the art premiere, you meet the winner from Puerto Rico.  While walking around the museum, you begin talking about the many art works on display and ask each other questions about what you see and think about the different graffiti arts.
The premiere is over and El Museo del Barrio is organizing its website to include all art works from the different winners of the graffiti contest.  To have yours included, you will need to write a description of the items in your graffiti art and explain how it is a form of self-expression.

Description of Task:     

You have won a contest for having one of the most original graffiti art in the US and have been asked to include your art in El Museo del Barrio in NYC. On the night of the art premiere, you meet the winner from Puerto Rico. While walking around the museum, you begin talking about the many art works on display and ask each other questions about what you see and think about the different graffiti arts.  

Materials Needed:  Task, mini museum with different samples of graffiti art

Teacher Notes:  Before completing the interpersonal task, each student will need to create graffiti art that shows important elements in his life and is a form of self-expression. The material used to make the graffiti will depend on the teacher. Some ideas include poster board, plexi-glass, cardboard or anything that is of sufficient size and is sturdy. This art will also be needed for the presentational task.

Instead of or in addition to the student art, samples of graffiti from different Spanish-speaking regions of the world could also be used.  Refer to the following websites for possible examples.

Description of Task:  

El Museo del Barrio in New York is organizing its website to include all art works from the different winners of the graffiti contest.  To have yours included, you will need to write a description of the items in your graffiti art and explain how it is a form of self-expression. The following topics are encouraged for you to include in your written description:




•Important people, places, things, ideas, colors, shapes, words…




•Elements in it that express who you are
Materials Needed:  Task, pen/pencil, paper, 
Teacher Notes:  If not already done with the interpersonal task, each student will need to create graffiti art that shows important elements in his life and is a form of self-expression.  The material used to make the graffiti will depend on the teacher.  Some ideas include poster board, plexi-glass, cardboard or anything that is of sufficient size and is sturdy.

More or less time can be given to completing the task.  The language level and number of students in the class will be determining factors for figuring out the time frame.

Adaptations:
For special needs students, limit the number of requirements needed to be included in the written description and supply a list of topics that will help to focus the student’s ideas.
