TOA Overview:  
You and your family are vacationing in Mexico.  One member of your family informs you that they want to see art by Diego Rivera.  They found a flyer at a restaurant that contains all the necessary information but it is all in Spanish!!  Since you are the Spanish expert in your family, you are in charge of figuring out the information on the flyer.  After you discuss the flyer with your family, you decide to take a guided tour in one of Mexico’s famous museums.  In order to register, you must first answer some questions presented to you by your very friendly tour guide, Angela.   Angela does not speak English! You will now have to speak to Angela and answer all her questions.

While you are still on vacation, you find out that one of your family members has entered you in an art contest.  You have been chosen to paint a mural on the wall of one of the national parks of Mexico City.   Before you can actually start your masterpiece, you must present your idea to the governor to get his approval.  You must show him a picture of what your mural will look like and describe it in Spanish.

Description of Task:

Materials needed:  Copy of the Mural Museum information page (http://www.arts-history.mx/museos/mu/servi.html) and pencil.

Teacher Notes:  Please spend a 25-minute class period in the preparation phase before the test.  Have the students sit in groups of four or five and discuss the attached questions.  You may want to also display a few samples of Diego Rivera’s art around the classroom for the students to admire and aid them in their discussion (during the preparation phase only).

This assessment should only be used at the end of a unit involving Mexican art and including Diego Rivera.

*Preparation questions:

Have the students sit in groups of four or five and discuss the following questions.

1. Do you enjoy art?

2. What type of art would you say is your favorite?

3. Have you ever been to a museum?  If so, what was it like?  Did you enjoy it?  Why or why not?

4. Have you ever been to Mexico?

5. Have you seen art from Mexico?

6. Give a few details about any Mexican art you have seen or heard about.

7. Give a few details about Diego Rivera.     

8. Are you familiar with any other Mexican painters other then Diego Rivera?

Adaptations:  Teachers can modify the questions to fit the student’s level of comprehension.

Description of Task:  
Imagine that you are on vacation in Mexico with your family.  You decide to take a guided tour in one of Mexico’s famous museums.  In order to register, you must first answer some questions presented to you by your very friendly tour guide, Angela.  Sounds easy enough, right?  Well, Angela does not speak English!!  Please answer all of Angela’s questions in Spanish. 

Materials Needed:  Teacher’s questions, two pieces of art by Diego Rivera (included) and categories for each picture. 

Teacher Notes:  This task is meant to be set up as an interview (mini-SOPA).  I recommend two students be interviewed at once and the teacher can play the role of the native speaker (in this case Angela).  If you decide to interview two students together, you can do the following:  ask the same set of questions to both students (but make sure that you alternate the order of who gets the questions first) or you may want to split the questions in two sets and each student will get different questions.  Either way, you will be able to determine what they can understand and answer on the spot.  You can be the judge of the process.  Please make sure that the students do not see the questions and only you will be responsible for asking the questions.  If the students come across some difficulty when answering the questions, you can aid them by rewording the questions or giving them choices such as either/or and so on.  When you get to part three (the description), also make sure that the students do not see the categories.    

Adaptations:  Teachers can modify the questions to the level of the students or the group they are interviewing.

Let’s Go to the Museum!!

PART ONE:  Warm-up questions.

These questions are meant only as a warm-up.  Please do not count them as part of the assessment.

Questions and answers must be in Spanish.

PART TWO:  Questions from Angela (tour guide)

This is the first part of the assessment.  Each student will be asked to answer the following questions in Spanish.  You will be playing the role of Angela.

3. ¿Cuándo es tu cumpleaños?

4. ¿En qué paίs vives?

5. ¿Cuál es tu número de teléfono?

6. ¿Estás de vacaciones con tu familia?

8. ¿Te gusta el arte?

9. Nombra algunos tipos de arte.  Por ejemplo: pinturas, cerámica, etc.

10.  Nombra un artista Mexicano famoso.

PART THREE:  Descriptive piece.

This is the second part of the assessment that counts.  Show the students the two pieces of art and explain to them that these were painted by Diego Rivera.  Ask the students to pick one of the pieces of art but do not tell them why.  Once they have a chosen a piece of art and they have it in front of them, take turns asking them to describe the categories attached.  Each picture comes with a set of categories that will guide the students in their descriptions.  Please do not let the students see these categories, just tell them what it is that you wish for them to describe.

· You and Angela are admiring a piece of art by Diego Rivera.  She wants you describe what you see.  Please describe to Angela the following items from the piece of art:

You must show him a picture of what your mural will look like and give a three-minute speech describing it.  Please make a mural with a scene of your choice.  In your mural, please include the following items: 

· At least four people doing two different activities

· A Mexican celebration of your choice

· Minimum of two typical Mexican foods

· One geographical site of Mexico (exp. El Popo, pyramids, desert)

In your speech, please make sure to include the following:

· The name of your mural

· The people represented (their clothes including colors and what activities they are doing)

· The foods represented

· What Mexican celebration is taking place?  When does this holiday take place?  Briefly describe the holiday.

· The Mexican site

Make sure that you thank the governor for his time!!!

Materials Needed: Mural made by the student.

Teacher Notes:   When assigning this task, please make sure that you give the students the appropriate time to prepare.  You may want to give at least two days for the students to prepare their mural as well as their presentational speech.  You may allow the students to brainstorm and some up with a rough draft that they can share with a group for feedback.  Encourage the students to be creative and cover all the categories requested in their speech.  Remind the students that they are not allowed to have notes or cards when presenting.
