Materials N eeded:  rubric, copies of calendar

Teacher Notes:  Students should do research on a Spanish-speaking country, with a focus on free-time activities prior to doing this assessment.  Research can be done either individually or in groups.  In order to have random pairings, four to six students should research each country.  This also allows for some practice with similar tasks.  Pairs may be created at a later date for the actual interpersonal assessment.  Teachers may decide to allow students to complete an individual calendar to use during practice prior to the assessment.  It is recommended that class activities and assessments include Interpersonal tasks and the rubric to familiarize the students with the process.  

Scoring Criteria / Rubric:  See rubric on page 10 - 11

Adaptations:  Students with special needs may be allowed to use pre-prepared, individual calendars as a reference, but teachers should ensure words/phrases are the only language included on the calendar.

· Include when you do the activity (i.e. on the weekends, after school) when possible

· Make plans to meet your pen pal, asking her to do some of the free time activities you have planned for your trip.

Materials Needed:  copies organizer, rubric, paper, pen or pencil, reference materials (as allowed)

Teacher Notes:  Students should be given 5-10 minutes to do pre-writing using the organizer.  This gives the students time to read the task and organize his/her thoughts, in addition to recalling vocabulary.  After 10 minutes, announce that students should be in the writing phase of the task.  Students should be given 25-30 minutes to write the task.  Students should be given the last 5-10 minutes to revise and edit work.  Students may refer to the writer’s checklist included on the organizer. 

Scoring Criteria / Rubric:  See rubric on page 15-16

Adaptations:  Students in need of modifications may complete this orally.  If the teacher prefers the task written, s/he may provide sentence starters or other modifications as described in the student’s IEP.  For native or heritage speakers, the teacher may modify the assessment/rubric to measure skills at a higher level and have the student include references to both the past and future.
