Description of Task: 
Prince Felipe and Letizia had a lot to think about when considering their engagement.  Can you imagine choosing the person you want to spend the rest of your life with?  What are some relevant questions to contemplate? 
Just like Prince Felipe and Letizia, you have recently become engaged. Likewise, you have similar issues to confront in regard to your relationship. Prepare to discuss the following situations:
A) Role 1: Your mother/ father is against the relationship because your fiancé(e) is a public figure and your life will change radically. Convince your father/mother that he/she is wrong. 

Role 2: Your son / daughter has recently become engaged, and   you are concerned about the relationship because his/ her fiancé(e) is a public figure. You are worried that this public status will change your son’s/ daughter’s life radically. Convince your son/ daughter to reconsider this relationship. 

B) Role 1 & 2: You and your fiancé(e) are discussing your incompatibilities concerning personality, family background and financial issues. Try to convince your fiancée that you are a compatible couple and your marriage will be successful. 

Materials Needed:  Copies of the discussion questions/ assignment.   

Teacher Notes:

· Students may be provided with approximately five minutes of “on-deck” time to practice with their randomly chosen partner before speaking for their teacher. 

· Between the interpretive and interpersonal tasks, students will have had the opportunity to further develop their knowledge of relationships and other related topics through classroom instruction and activities. 

Adaptations:  This assignment could be based on any current royal/ celebrity wedding.

Description of Task:  
After Príncipe Felipe and Letizia Ortiz’s fairy tale wedding, the question remains……will they really have a storybook romance?  Imagine that it is 2029 and you are reflecting on their past 25 years together.  You are the biographer for the royal couple and need to write about their life together.  Remember, you must be very descriptive, say what happened, and include predictions for the royal couple.  Did they really live happily ever after?  You will share your observations with the rest of the class. 

Teacher Notes:   Although students will only be graded on their written work, it would be fun to have students create story boards; perhaps as overheads, or by posting them in the classroom and by doing a type of “gallery walk”. Teachers may want to remind students to include dialogue in their story boards to utilize the present tense, preterit and imperfect tenses to describe and narrate in the past, and to use the future tense to make their predictions for Felipe and Letizia. You may also need to review story telling vocabulary (Érase una vez, por fin, para siempre).  Follow-up activities could include coverage of the royal wedding from May 22, 2004.

Adaptations:  This assessment could be modified to an Intermediate Mid task by reducing the project requirements and modifying the text (i.e., expect more simple language and less language production from the students.)  This assignment could be based on any current royal/ celebrity wedding.
