Description of Task: 

You are an exchange student in Bogotá, Colombia. The school cafeteria is planning to modify the menu for next year. To start, she wants to find out how much you know about nutrition. Please do the following:

1. Listen to the song. 

2. On Activity Sheet A, circle the pictures of the items you hear in the song and answer the questions.

3. Read the song carefully and answer (in English) the questions on Activity Sheet B.

Materials Needed: 
· Recording of “Comer/Beber.”  (From Spanish for Kids 2-12 and the Whole Family -  www.optimalearning.com) 
· Copy of the lyrics of “Comer/Beber” (without the title).

· Activity Sheets A and B.
Teacher Notes:  Students need previous knowledge of the vocabulary related to foods and meals, description of foods.  The questions are in English so that the teacher can truly assess the student’s ability to interpret the text.  Make sure to discuss the rubric with the students before the assessment.

Adaptations:  Please use your judgment to modify the task to accommodate student’s level of comprehension.  For special needs students, you may read the directions to them.  The amount of time devoted to each phase can be adjusted depending on the comprehension level of the students.

Description of Task:

Materials Needed: 



· Individual pictures of foods

· Interview questions

Teacher Notes:  Conduct this activity as an interview. The teacher is the cafeteria worker interviewing the students, either individually or in pairs.  Pair up students in a way you feel is appropriate for your class and level.  Alternate the questions and the order in which you ask the students.
Adaptations:  The teacher can modify the questions according to the level of the student or group interviewed.  If the children have difficulty answering a question, you may help them by providing yes/no, either/or questions.

PART TWO: Let’s talk about food
This is the first part of the assessment.  The teacher will play the part of the cafeteria worker and will be responsible for asking each student a series of questions. Provide each student with a set of the pictures of foods.

PART THREE: Student as a teacher
This is the second part of the assessment. Students will take turns to ask each other if they like the foods on the menu. Tell one of the students to say that he is hungry / thirsty and have the other student ask him if he wants, queso, pan, etc.

PART FOUR: Wind down
This is not part of the assessment. The purpose of this activity is to end the conversation while helping the students leave with a sense of accomplishment. Use some TPR commands that the students can easily understand.

Time Frame:  Two 25 minute periods of preparation time and 5 minutes for each presentation.
Description of Task:

The person in charge of the cafeteria is having a contest. Each student has to design a lunch menu and present it. The best menu is going to win a prize and will become the official menu in the school cafeteria. You may use props and visuals.  Remember to be creative! 

Directions:

1. Your menu may be presented in a song, a poem, a rap or a poster. 

2. You must include a main dish, fruit, dessert and a drink. 

3. Give a description of those particular foods.  Include the following in your description of the foods:

A. The colors

B. Whether they are sweet or salty
C. Whether you eat them hot or cold
D. Your personal opinion of this food or drink   Do you like it? Explain.

4. You must also include an item from a different country; say what country this food comes from and on what occasion people eat it.

Materials Needed: 

· Individual pictures of foods

· Pencil and paper

· Poster board (optional)

· Colored pencils and markers

Teacher Notes:   Projects may be presented in front of the class or to the teacher only.  Make sure to give the students adequate time to practice before the presentation.  You might want to give them a class period to brainstorm with a group or a partner.  The posters and props should be made at home.  Students may use the song “Me gusta comer” as a model.
Adaptations:  Teacher can modify the task and criteria to the level of the student.  For special needs students you may read the directions.
